EXAMPLE

At the end of the first semester, a student had enrolled in five (5) classes. He/She then dropped one (1) of the classes. He/She also transferred in one (1) class.
The GPA is calculated as follows —

Course 1 received a grade of A for 3 credit hours attempted. Course 4 received a grade of F for 3 credit hours attempted.
Course 2 received a grade of C for 4 credit hours attempted. Course 5 was dropped for 3 credit hours attempted.
Course 3 received a grade of D for 3 credit hours attempted. Course 6 was transferred in for 2 credit hours.

A grade of A is worth 4 points. A grade of B is worth 3 points. A grade of C is worth 2 points. A grade of D is worth 1 point. Et cetera. Thi
